The
student’s name, address and high school must be listed at the bottom of the essay. The student
must be a junior during the 2016-2017 school year.

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Students from high schools that have been featured in the past five years — Lexington
STEAM Academy, Somerset Christian, J. Graham Brown, Sacred Heart and Bowling Green—
are not eligible to enter this year’s contest.

KHEAA is the state agency that administers KEES, need-based grants and other programs to
help students pay for college.
